(E) On the Right Track (1/1)

Reading Direction: Tamil is read from Left to Right.

Script Classification: Tamil is an Abugida (Consonant with inherent vowel, only to be modified with strokes to
effect changes in vowels)

There are two ways to tackle the problem:

1. There are only three stations within the list that has 3 words in it. They are Choa Chu Kang, Yio Chu Kang,
and Ang Mo Kio. Since the former two has “Chu Kang” in it, candidates should be able to pinpoint Ang Mo Kio
immediately. Careful observation of “c” will lead to the conclusion of Choa Chu Kang, and by elimination, Yio
Chu Kang.

2. There are two stations with a repeated word in it — Bukit Gombak and Bukit Batok. Identifying the appear-
ance of the same word will narrow down the search. Comparing the last word, candidates should be able to

notice that the syllable “ba” appeared at the start of “Batok” and in the middle of “Gombak”. Matching this

piece of information will identify the respective stations.

After all possible deductions are drawn, candidates will be left with City Hall station. This station’s name is
not transliterated but, instead, translated. The answer for City Hall can be deduced by elimination.
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
